The Bwami Kayamba mask, created by the Lega people of the Democratic Republic of Congo, is a
ceremonial object used in initiation and ritualistic practices. Characterised by its abstract, geometric design
and symbolic carvings, this mask embodies spiritual significance and represents the values and beliefs of
the Bwami society, reflecting cultural heritage.
